It took a lot of time and many applications but with the support from Capability and my family it 
all payed off. On the 15th November 2007 I was offered a house to live in on my own. I felt very 
excited at the prospect of having my own house and living independently for the fi rst time.

However the thought of leaving all my friends where I’d lived for 11 years, meant I was very 
emotional when it was time to move. But I was excited about my new start too.  

Since moving into my own home I feel much more independent. Just going to the shops and 
choosing things and paying for my own shopping - simple things really. I now go to college 3 days 
a week and I also have a part-time job on the reception where I used to live – best of both worlds 
really as I have my independence but I still get to see all my friends too.”

Many disabled people would like to live in their own home. With the support and advice from 
Capability and her family and after a long wait of two years, Lizanne is one of the lucky few.

Unfortunately, the lack of housing suitable for disabled people means that many others simply 
don’t get this chance.  Those who do, often end up unable to access their own bathrooms, 
bedrooms and kitchens because it’s such a struggle to get the adaptations needed as a result of 
their disability. 

Even just getting the right advice can be diffi cult and that is where your gift could 

make a difference.
